present, past, past participle, present participle

Regular verbs form past and past participle by adding – ed or d to present 


Past participle uses have, has, had and “to be”


Present participle uses ad – ing and am, is, was, were


Progressive Tense



Irregular verbs must be memorized.


Example: sing, sang, sung
