The book was 
discovered in a small rural library.

5.
The magazine has a section on herbs.  The magazine was on the table.

EXAMPLE


The day was eagerly anticipated by thousands of people.  The New York City 
marathon was run then.


The day when the New York City marathon was run was eagerly anticipated by 
thousands of people.

The occasion caused a ripple of laughter, polite applause, and compassionate 
glances from family members.  Uncle Sid sang an operatic aria then.

2.
The week was one of the most relaxing times in Sue’s life.  She visited her aunt in 
Omaha then.

3.
The day was one Alice would remember for the rest of her life.  She won the chess 
tournament then.

4.
The afternoon was fondly remembered by Joey.  He received a 20-dollar tip for 
parking a car then.

5.
The year was the happiest one in Alma’s life.  She was captain of the basketball 
team then.

EXAMPLE


The place was a remote and uninhabited island off the mainland.  The boat drifted 
and beached there.


The place where the boat drifted and beached was a remote and uninhabited island 
off the mainland.

The alley was filled with trash, broken furniture, and spare car parts.  The children 
were not permitted to play there.

The park encompassed the 400 acres and included a waterfall and a nature trail.  
The class picnic was to be held there.

3.
The football field was soggy and muddy from the torrential downpour of the night 
before.  The game was to be played there

4.
The auditorium can hold more than 2000 people.  The school play will be 
performed there.

The site was inspected by the town surveryor.  The town hoped to build a new 
school gymnasium there.
