INTRODUCTORY APPOSITIVES
Introductory appositives liven up your prose, enhance its texture, create mild suspense – and give you a chance to squeeze in an additional perspective, which you can use for lots of subtle purposes, including conditioning a reader’s response to your subject.  Here’s what introductory appositives look like:


An exciting Frisbee player, she needed a Diet Pepsi in her left hand for balance.


The most compulsive member of the class, he threw himself into every assignment.


President of the corporation since 1979, she has transformed it into an industry leader.


Relative newcomers, they became leaders of the movement in a short time.
