There are four basic sources from which writers and poets draw allusions and metaphors in Western Literature. They are the Bible, Classical Literature- mythology and other literature, and history. Knowledge of the characters and stories contained in these will add appreciably to the enjoyment of good literature of all kinds and to your ability to explain the allusions you may find in the reading. From the very beginning of the literary canon, writers have borrowed characters, plots and themes from these sources.

For the next twenty weeks you are required to  research and read about a selected topic from the assigned Column A, B or C on the accompanying sheet. On the last day or any week you must submit a 3x5 ruled note card based on your reading which will contain the following:

Name of story

Source - Done in MLA format

Summary – 2-3 sentences, about 50 words

Commentary- Conflict 2-3 sentences on sources of conflict and what type

Commentary- Theme 2-3 sentences on the themes as you see them.

You may use both sides of the cards
