2. The images of blood and darkness proliferates.  The horror intensifies.

	Day 4
	1. Because he becomes involved in a series of events that lead to his downfall, Macbeth has a tragic flaw.

2. In their attempt to seize the throne, him and his wife ignore their conscences.

	Day 5
	1. Macbeth give in to his evil impulses and looses all emotion, in the end he can’t even respond to his wife’s death.

2. He concludes that life was only “a tale...signifying nothing.”
