	1. Many of Burns’s lines, such as “the best laid schemes o’ mice and men / gang aft agley,” have become familiar quotations.

2. “Gang aft agley” by the way is Scottish dialect for “often go wrong.”

	1. Keenly interested in Scottish folk music, poems by Robert Burns were intended to be sung to traditional tunes.

2. Not all of the poet’s work was in dialect, when dealing with more typical or respectable subject matter, Burns wrote in standard English.

	1. Robert Burns enjoyed a few seasons of fame, but suffered bad from poverty and illness all his life.

2. No matter what the feelings in his heart Burns captured them in the versatile and vigorous language of his poetry.
