2. In an 1802 preface to Lyrical Ballads Samuel Taylor Coleridge and him outlined ideas that are now identified with Romanticism.

	1. Wordsworth’s personality to say nothing of his poetry was shaped by nature.


2. The human mind was his primary interest, however, his poems illustrate how the imagination may create spiritual values from out of nature’s sights and sounds.

	Day 3
	1. When Wordsworth revisited Tintern abbey after five years, it looking so different than what he remembered puzzled him.

2. Struck by the discrepancy between memory and perception.  Wordsworth meditated on his past, present and future.

	Day 4
	1. At Tintern Abbey, Wordsworth sensed that this world would never really be intelligible for both him and his perceptions were constantly changing.

2. Nevertheless, using nature as a guide, Wordsworth sought to see into “the life of things”; an unchanging, underlying world of things in theirselves.

	Day 5
	1. William Wordsworth elaborated no consistent philosophical system in his poetry; his thoughts come from brilliant flashes of intuition.

2. Wordsworth’s greatness lied in his ability to group details into a poetic pattern.  These are details that everyone recognized.  This is a pattern that brings out inner truth.
