	1. Coleridge uses the stanza format of a ballad.  He unfolds the mariner’s complex story.  He does so in a direct fashion.

2. To produce emotional and musical effects, such as alliteration, consonance, and assonance, are among the poetic devices used.

	Day 5
	1. Coleridge’s six-hundred-and-twenty-five-line narrative poem ends on a optimistic note, love is all important.

2. Near the end, Coleridge pronounces his faith, “He prayeth best who loveth best / all things both great and small...”
