2. “When I am in my painting, Pollock once noted, I am not aware of what I am doing...the painting has a life of its own.”

	1. Whether they are aware of it or not, the cultural legacy – myths, folklore, and art – are all important to the artists, and we se them return to it frequently.

2. Vitalizing, shaping, and to refine the raw material that the mind provides – this too is the work of creativity.
