2. Because he was an artist, an engineer, and performed science experiments, da Vinci typifies the “Renaissance man ”– a person who’s interests know no bounds.

	1. Renaissance ideas lead universities to offer humanities courses, such as History and Poetry for the first time.

2. Independent thinkers debated religion and morality, and some were even questioning the teachings of the Church.
